Contributions should be mailed to the appropriate Rotary International
Office or designated fiscal agent

accepted until 2400 hours Central Standard Time on December 31, 2009 through Member
Access at www.rotary.org. Online contributors must print out their own tax receipts.

MAJOR DONOR CRYSTALS QUID PRO QUO

The Rotary Foundation Finance Team recently revisited the Quid Pro Quo policy and
concluded that the Major Donor recognition crystals are exempt from the quid pro quo
rulings under the United States Internal Revenue Service (IRS) Code. The IRS defines a
quid pro quo contribution as a payment made to a charity by a donor partly as a contribution
and partly for goods or services provided to the donor by the charity. Correspondence with
Major Donors will only request confirmation they wish to receive a crystal and how they wish
their name(s) to appear on the crystal. Donors will no longer have to pay for the crystal or
receive an adjusted tax receipt.

PAUL HARRIS SOCIETIES

At their October 2009 meeting, the Trustees encouraged every district to establish a Paul
Harris Society. The Trustees reaffirmed that: The Paul Harris Society is a district-
administered recognition for those who elect to personally contribute US$1,000 or more
each year to the Annual Programs Fund, PolioPlus, or the Humanitarian Grants Program.

Polio Challenge

Now is the time for District Leadership to initiate action to ensure that clubs meet, as a
minimum, the goals that they established for the 2009-10 Rotary year. With regards to the
Polio Challenge, a note or telephone call from the District Governor to the club president can
be very helpful. There is still plenty of time to coordinate and arrange a fundraising event in
the local community of any club.

The hope of the Trustees is that each club will consider raising a minimum $2,000 each year
through an event in the local community. The reason behind encouraging a community
event is two fold: 1. The community fundraising event for Polio eradication helps improve the
public image of Rotary by sharing the good work that Rotary does to improve our world; 2.
The public fundraising event can provide a source of candidates for Rotary membership.
Both are interrelated and very important to the future of our organization.

There are a number of good ideas for fundraising that can be found on the Rotary website
as well as ideas that are being created in our own districts.

One of our clubs had an idea initiated by the exchange student the club was sponsoring.
The student suggested that another student would join him from his country and prepare a
meal representative of their country to celebrate their independence day. They planned a
meal at the home of the host family and offered the Rotarians in the club an invitation for up
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to 20 of them to participate. Following the meal the students gave a short talk about their
country followed by a request to help support the Polio eradication effort. They had a basket
on the table for any to donate who cared to do so. The result was in excess of $800 raised.
The students are planning both a Christmas meal and an Easter meal. This is a great way
to involve exchange students and have them share in the good works of our Foundation.

In another instance, a club did a take-off on the Purple Pinkie idea by setting up a table at
the club’s community Halloween event attended by children and families. A half-page flyer
was developed that explained that children from countries where Polio was endemic would
have their little pinkie colored purple as a means of determining which children had received
the vaccine. Children attending the Halloween event were given the opportunity for having
their pinkie made purple in support of the effort to eradicate Polio. Nearly 1,500 family
members in the community were made aware that Polio still exists and were given the
opportunity to participate with Rotary in its eradication. This was accomplished with very
little effort by including the “purple pinkie” activity in an existing event. Encourage clubs to
include this kind of activity in any community events they already sponsor.

Those in the leadership will remember when Director Tom took a pie for Polio and raised
$1,500 at the Urban Institute. The idea was used at the District 5960 Foundation
Celebration in early November. The rules required that for each $1,200 raised, the
opportunity for throwing a pie in the face of one of the district leaders would be made
available. The District Governor, Executive Director and keynote speaker, Rotary
Foundation General Manager John Osterlund, each took a pie. A fourth pie was purchased
by a GSE Team Member for the privilege of honoring his team leader with a pie in the face.
It was done in a friendly spirit and added fun to the event. The pie throwing raised in excess
of $6,000 for the Challenge. You may want to consider using this idea at the District
Conference or other district event.

These are examples of ideas that have developed among a few clubs and districts to make
the Polio Challenge both fun and productive. Please share with me any ideas that you may
have so others can benefit from them.

SUCCESS STORIES ABOUT POLIIO ERADICATION
GLEANED FROM RECENT ISSUE OF COORDINATORIS COMMINIQUE

India has successfully eliminated all but 1 genetic lineage of the Type 1 polio virus, which is
the most dangerous and paralytic. The Indian government has also committed $650 million
in domestic funding toward finishing the job of polio eradication.
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Afghanistan The International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) agreed to support security
needs so that children can get immunized in high-risk areas of the country. A record
number of children - over 880,000 - were immunized in the last rounds.

Pakistan IPPC Chair Bob Scott presented a Polio Eradication Champion Award to
President Asif Zardari for his support of the Polio eradication effort. President Zardari
named his daughter, Assefa Bhutto Zardari, the new Ambassador for Polio Eradication and
a stamp was made to commemorate the appointment.

Nigeria Unprecedented support from political and religious leaders has led to new
momentum in the fight against Polio. A case count of 382 compared to 736 at the same
time last year reflects these gains. Nigeria has experienced two non-consecutive weeks
with no Type 1 cases this year.

PolioPlus Projects Pakistan 2009 Pakistan Container Project - this PolioPlus project
provided funds for temporary containers on the Torkham border between Afghanistan and
Pakistan. The containers serve as safe shelter for both vaccinators and those seeking
immunizations in this high-risk area.

2009 Pakistan NIDs Project This PolioPlus project provided funds for the purchase of
panaflex skins to be placed over the top of existing billboards to promote recent NIDs
activities. Coca Cola generously supplied the use of the billboards to the Pakistan PolioPlus
Committee at no cost.

PolioPlus Grants At the recent International PolioPlus Committee meeting held in October
2009 at the Rotary International World Headquarters office in Evanston, the committee
recommended for approval by the Trustees US$55 million in funding for WHO and UNICEF
for Polio eradication activities in Afghanistan, Benin, Burkina Faso, Chad, India, Mali, Niger,
Nigeria, Pakistan, Somalia, and Sudan.

“As you may be aware The Chronicle of Philanthropy publishes the results of its annual
survey in a “Special Report” that lists the 400 charities that raise the most from private
sources. These results were listed in the October 29, 2009 issue of the publication.

| am indeed pleased to advise you that The Rotary Foundation is ranked 133 out of 400 this
year. This represents a positive change in that we were ranked 151 last year. This is a
reflection of yet another outstanding year of fundraising for our Foundation, thanks to the
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continued generosity of Rotarians throughout the world. This survey is based on the results
of fiscal year 2008 and includes monies raised for Rotary’s US$200 Million Challenge.
